ith three strong women at the helm, 
this annual production begins with 
individual visions of dance that meld 
into a unique unified production each 

year. They are: Gennifer Difilippo from Alexandria, 
VA, a mother of two sons and owner of Alexandria 
Community Dance as well as nonprofit Artspire 
dance company, Courtney Betzel from Burke, VA, 
a mother of two and director of West Potomac 
Academy dance program and Adrienne Magnuson 
from Alexandria, VA, a mother of two daughters 
and owner of Above the Barre dance studio. These 

three in charge would never classify themselves as 

powerhouses even though they rightfully should 

after accomplishing as much as they have in dance 

over the course of nine years.

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provided the main dance instruction at the West 
Potomac Academy dance program within West 
Potomac High School. Due to their interactions and 
affiliations with the high school, Gennifer, Adrienne 
and Courtney would soon become friends and even 
business partners.

Gennifer originated 
the plan of doing a 
Nutcracker at the high 
school and approached 
Courtney with her 
ideas. “I wanted to do 
something that was 
not straight ballet. 
I wanted to make it 
[The Nutcracker] a 
little different,” stated 
Gennifer. Quietly and 
with little fanfare, the 
desire to do something 
“a little different” 
would end up being the 
original philosophy of 
The Nutcracker vision to 
which the three women 
would steadfastly adhere 
to since its inaugural 
2009 season.

About the Alexandria 
Community 
Nutcracker:

The Alexandria 
Community Nutcracker 
show features 
remastered music from 
the students of the West 
Potomac High School Orchestra and uniquely pulls 
creative dances, movements, styles and theatrical 
emotions from a variety of genres. The audience 
may see ballet, pointe, modern, jazz, lyrical, tap, hip 
hop, Spanish and Irish dancing and even gymnastics 
sprinkled throughout the performance. Though there 
is no direct correlation among the differing styles of 
dance, Gennifer, Courtney and Adrienne work hard 
to choreograph, manage and assemble the seemingly 

disparate elements into one harmonious blend that 
is divided into two acts.

Unlike the traditional Nutcracker with its classical 
musical score and straight ballet, the Alexandria 
Community Nutcracker is saucy, vivacious and full 
of character, with a lot more than just ballet. If the 

original Nutcracker is a tame Mary Poppins, this 
version of The Nutcracker is the showgirl Beyoncé, 
pulling out all the stops, offering cinematic eye 
candy and leaving the audience entertained and 
breathless through the whole thing. There is good 
versus evil, cuteness, tender scenes, a few funny

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moments and plenty of nonstop action 
(dance) to give Bruce Willis a run for 
his money.

This version of The Nutcracker is a 
seasoned pro, effortlessly wowing 
audiences with a dance presentation 
of a traditional story, adapted from 
author E. T. A. Hoffmann’s story “The 
Nutcracker and the Mouse King,” in a 
dazzling, nontraditional way. The costumes, makeup 
and hairstyles of the performers are uniform, 
carefully chosen and presented with gusto while the 
scenery incorporates exciting visual elements to help 

with the storytelling.

Auditions and Community Performers

The Alexandria Community Nutcracker features 
student performers associated with the high school, 
including those with the West Potomac Academy 
dance program, Varsity Dance Team and Beyond 
the Page theater department. In addition, Gennifer, 
Courtney and Adrienne carefully weave another 
truly unique factor into an already special dance 
presentation – the addition of performers from 
the community. In this sense, the women work 
hard to incorporate a group of dancers who live in 
Alexandria, VA, though they all attend different 
academic and dance schools. 

Child performers must go through an audition 
process, which usually takes place in early June, 
before school lets out. According to Gennifer, “[We 
are] looking for dance experience. Looking for 
kids comfortable performing in front of people.” 
Courtney looks for slightly different things at 
audition time. For her, “looking for main characters 
[in The Nutcracker]” takes on greater significance 
as she starts to visualize the girls or young men in 
various roles. 

Adrienne’s artistic visions develop on the spot 
during the audition process. She often “sees things” 
which are almost like predictions of what the 

production will do, and she bases her visions strictly 

on the movements and experiences of the children 

who audition. It is this type of unique thinking 

that led Adrienne to come up with a “jack-in-the-

box” prop which came to life months later during 

the real show. One thing that surprises all three 

choreographers during the audition process is tricks 

and techniques that the children are capable of 

doing, such as an unusual gymnastics move called 

“the suicide.” 

The ages of The Nutcracker performers range 

from 3 - 18, but some adults have also made guest 

appearances in The Nutcracker over the years. There 

are typically 200 children who audition with nearly 

100 being cast in the production.

Whether you have a child interested in auditioning 

or are just looking to go see a fun-family holiday 

performance this season, The Alexandria 

Community Nutcracker is worth checking out. 

The Alexandria Community Nutcracker performances 

will take place on Dec. 1, 6:30 p.m. and Dec. 2, 2:30 p.m.

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Sweet Tips for a 

Healthier 
Holiday
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F reshly baked pies, 
holiday cookies, hot 
chocolate and candy 
canes are common 

holiday treats. But just as adults 
pack on the pounds around the 
holidays, so can the children. 
Denying a child from partaking in 
sugary confections may seem like 
an easy fix during the holidays, 
but that’s easier said than done. 
With so many festive parties that 
include desserts, candies and fat-
laden foods, it is better to teach 
your child moderation and how 
to make healthy choices. Dr. Dyan 
Hes, Medical Director of Gramercy 
Pediatrics, offers advice to parents 
to allow children a little indulgence, 
but while maintaining a healthy diet 
during the holiday season.

“I believe in moderation, not 
stringent restriction, which can 

create an unhealthy relationship 
with food,” says Dr. Hes. 
“I specialize in childhood 
obesity and while I 
don’t condone binging 

on desserts and candy, 
I also don’t recommend 

denying your child treats during the 
holidays. Instead, limit how much 
your child consumes.”

Dr. Hes offers some tips to help 
make the holidays a bit healthier for 
your children and even for parents:

Teach your Child Portion 
Control when Choosing from 
the Dessert Table

“Often there are multiple desserts 
on a holiday table. Allowing your 
child to choose their favorite 
not only gives them a sense of 
freedom in their food choices, but 
also teaches portion control and 
limitations,” recommends Dr. Hes. 
If your child wants to taste several 
desserts, give them a small taste 
of each one to equal one serving. 

“If a child is completely denied a 
dessert, it will only make them want 
it more.”

Keep Sugary Drinks 
to a Minimum

The holidays are the perfect time to 
break out the sparkling cider and 
hot cocoa. But just as adults need to 
watch their consumption of highly 
caloric beverages, so should kids. 
A 12oz hot chocolate with whipped 
cream can have up to 400 calories 
and about 40 grams of sugar! Dr. 
Hes recommends keeping an eye on 
how many “holiday beverages” your 
child is consuming during meals 
and parties. “Make hot chocolate 
from low sugar instant mixes and 
use reduced fat (light) whipped 
cream or skip it entirely,” says Dr. 
Hes. “There is also a ton of sugar in 
fruit juice, and although sparkling 
cider is fun, limit your child to one 
glass to celebrate.” 

Lead by Example 

Children learn eating habits from 
their parents. Don’t use the holidays 
as an excuse to overindulge, but as 
another touch point to teach kids 
healthier eating habits. If you are 
piling up on desserts, your child 
will think it is acceptable. Make 
sure to load your plates with lots of 
veggies during dinner and limit the 
sweets to one after the meal.

Create Healthier Food 
Traditions

Much of the holidays are focused 
on food, and many families have 
special dishes that have become 
traditions. Those “traditional 
dishes” are often highly caloric 
and filled with fat. Grandmother’s 
sausage stuffing, or Aunt Sara’s 
cheesy casserole might be a “must” 
for every holiday meal, but they 
can also expand the waist quickly. 

Instead, Dr. Hes recommends 
creating new healthier favorites that 
are reserved only for the holidays 
and get kids excited to see them on 
the table. We make chopped salad 
(Mediterranean style) that everyone 
loves and always have fruit salad as 
a dessert option.

Non-Food Activities

Food may play an important role in 
the holidays, but adding other fun 
into the festivities takes the focus off 
eating. Kids love games, making arts 
and crafts, decorating the house, 
acting out stories and loads of other 
activities that can involve the whole 
family. Be creative and come up 
with something that is unique and 
special to your family’s holiday 
traditions.

Movement

Get your families moving. It’s great 
to play outside while the food is 
cooking, just be sure to bundle 
up your kids. The whole family 
can take a brisk walk after a big 
feast. The kids get a big kick out 
of carrying flashlights and going 
out for a walk in the dark! Have 
games set up at home that the kids 
can play like jump rope or hula-
hoop competitions that they can do 
indoors.
